Identify and draw the 2D & 3D geometric shapes in nature and the world around them. Pupils can more effectively control drawing media to create dark and light tones. They further practice shading tones with few gaps, that are neat to the edges. They can more effectively blend shading and can rub out rough edges or refine them. Pupils develop their confidence making marks & lines to describe a wide range of surfaces, textures & forms
Pupils work in a range of drawing media including graphite sticks, charcoal, crayons, coloured pencils, felt pens, biro, drawing ink and pastels. They know the differences and similarities between these materials and select which one is most suitable for the task they need.

Knowledge - Study significant works of art, craft, design and architecture and give more complex personal oral opinions about it. How has the artist produced this work? What was the background to the art? Who made it, where were they from? Why was it made? Make copies of small areas of the artist’s work to study their techniques, colour, tone, textures and patterns used etc. Study how other artists’ make art, including the work of other peoples and cultures, past and present. Look at art for pleasure and purpose, talk about why they like it, developing their use of the language of art (formal elements).
